182. Approval of Minutes from meeting date; Monday 12th January 2009.

183. Matters Arising from the minutes;
Jenny G and Jerry to schedule a meeting date for the DDA walk round this evening.

Lesley informed the Clerk that the Under Fives have not received a booking form for the Village Hall yet.

Lesley gave the Clerk information on the company and products used by Albourne School for the cleaning of their hall. Clerk to make enquires with the company for the VH floor.

Clerk updated on the frustration with Mr. Vicary and a start date for the VH lighting. Graham Stafford will chase a start date.
184. Village Hall Lease Update
Gwyn Price talked the committee members of the latest situation and gave a handout detailing this information.

It was agreed to:

· Clerk to obtain comparable lease rental prices from surrounding parishes to compare against MSDC latest figures.

· Jenny G offered to talk to Helme and Hallet for any information they may hold on file from their original costings of the hall, but Gwyn did not feel it necessary at this point.
· Clerk to look back at historical records for the VH and payments to see if there is any proof of what the community did/paid for.

· Clerk to put the above 2 points together in a report and send to Gwyn Price ready for talks with Louise Beaton

· Gwyn to contact Louise Beaton from SALC and ask for assistance with moving this issue forward.

· Gwyn to talk to Sue Seward for the detail of how MSDC came to the new rental figures and the situation affecting other Parishes.

· Jenny G to email Gwyn a copy of the email from David Waite from MSDC showing the plan of the village hall and the hatched area.




185. Environmental Health Visit 
Jenny G informed members of the recent Environmental Inspection at the VH. The outcome was that the following issues had to be completed as a priority (and before the next check):

· Hand wash basin fitted in the kitchen with hot and cold water.

· Soap dispensers fitted in the kitchen and toilets

· Hand Towel dispenser fitted in the kitchen

· ‘Now wash your hands’ signs fitted in loos and kitchen.

· Holes filled in the kitchen walls.

The Officer asked about high level cleaning and was told of our Annual Spring Clean and recent investment in a ladder. Annie has completed the Annual Spring Clean).

It was decided that Annie will not use the ladder for high level cleaning as there is a Health and Safety risk as she worked alone. This will be completed by 2 members.

The Youth Tuck Box must be stored in a kitchen cupboard and locked. This complies with the food hygiene regulations.

Jenny G informed members of the booklet to be offered as a download on the website along with the booking form to cover us for those hirers wanting to prepare food there for parties.

A hard copy will be left in the VH also for hirers to refer to

Jenny G to email a copy of this document to the Clerk.

Jenny G informed members that the first aid kit was out of date and so items had been purchased to replenish.

Clerk to add a label on the First aid box to highlight the nearest telephone box etc in the event of an accident.

Graham Stafford will look into the requirements for smoke alarms in the village hall.

Sue White from the Under Fives has requested a mat inside the door next to the stage to help stop wet feet etc on the floor. Jenny G to look into the regulations of door mats on an exit door.
